Since several of those 
were for invalids, he delivered 
them fully cooked. His mother-in

-law, Dorothy,  
personally delivered 
food for five  
additional families. 
 
Liz purchased home-
made dinners from 
CATEC students for 
ñherò families.  
Brittany brought gift 
cards and visited at 
length with each  
family.  Minister 
Walker delivered and 
ministered to his 

churchôs families.  
  
Dr. Wayne purchased last  
minute dinners for two families 
who would not have received 
anything. Virginia collected a 
group of neighbors who deliv-
ered dinner and gifts. Betty  
remembered two families that 
had not been helped, so she 
took her grandchildren with her 
to make the delivery.  
 
The ñShare the Bountyò group 
from Western Albemarle sup-
plied over 165 dinners. Phil, 
serving with the Gideonôs, deliv-
ered 30 gift cards, including the 
plan of salvation and a Bible with 
each. Ben, who delivered for 
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T 
he Thanksgiving and 
Christmas seasons provide 
wonderful opportunities for 

Christians with resources to reach 
out to those who are less fortu-
nate. And that is exactly what hap-
pened once again this past year.  
 
God brought hundreds of families 
to our attention and, even more, 
He answered our prayers and met 
the needs of the people He sent.  
From the beginning of October 
right up to a few days before 
Christmas, the Love INC staff was 
stretched beyond measure at-
tempting to keep up with the  
requests that poured in, while at 
the same time seeking to find 
church volunteers to fill the needs.  
 
Furthermore, these personal  
requests were supplemented by 
additional referrals from dozens of 
agencies. As well, in seeking to 
assure that there were no duplica-
tions -- so that the maximum num-
ber of individuals could be helped 
-- mutual cooperation with other 
ministries and agencies serving 
the needy had to be monitored.  
 
To that end, we partnered with the 
Salvation Army, the Toy Lift folks, 
ñShare the Bountyò folks from 
Western Albemarle (Crozet Bap-
tist, Beaver Dam Baptist ), Good 
News Jail and Prison Ministry, 
Charlottesville Abundant Life  
Ministries, and Hand to Hand  
Ministries, comparing lists of  
families receiving assistance

through each agency or ministry.  
 
The United Way also partnered 
with us by getting the word out to 
dozens of area schools and agen-
cies, as well as giving Love INC 
efforts a much needed media  
attention. 
 
At the 
same 
time, God 
was work-
ing in the 
hearts of 
His peo-
ple,  
quietly 
prompting 
them to 
step out-
side their 
comfort zones and reach out to 
those in need. Concurrently,  
telephone calls and emails started 
to pour in from donors as well.  
 
The end result was that Love INC 
-- through the help of the churches 
and agencies [identified in the 
sidebar] along with more than 35 
individuals and families -- supplied 
366 Thanksgiving meals and 170 
Christmas meals, as well as gifts 
for many families! 
 
Now with that background -- giving 
you a sense of the effort that went 
into making the outreach a reality -
- here are some of the details. Itôs 
not an exhaustive list, but a sam-
pling of the innovative ways that 

Grace Baptist church Youth Group 
collected & donated all this food. 
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money left over in my outreach 
budget that totaled over $600 in 
cash.  
 
ñWhen we delivered, the grand-
mother and two of the grandchil-
dren were home. The little ones 
were quite excited as we carried 
the gifts in. The grandmother 
was very appreciative and be-
came emotional.......I comforted 
her with a hug. She must have 
said thank you a dozen 
times. They had no tree set-up 
as they were preparing to have 
to move...seems like they were 
unable to avoid losing their 
home. We would like to know 
how they are doing now.ò 
    
Liz Sutphen wrote: ñThe family 
east of town really looked like 
they could use some help & 
when I got all the way out there I 
wished I had brought several 
meals, clothes for the children, 
and many other things it looked 
like they needed.  It was a small 
thing to do for all of these people  
and I was glad to have the 
chance to reach out.ò  
 
And from Judy Patimah : ñWhile 
it was our pleasure to help 
Daphne (and get to know her 
and the family), with abundant 
food and gifts, we were disap-
pointed we never heard back 
from her after Christmas. She 
had mentioned sending a family 
Christmas photo, but it never 
came, nor did any call or note. I 
would have certainly kept the 
relationship going with some  
encouragement or communica-
tion. Nonetheless, we appreciate 
the ability and opportunity to be 
able to help a family in need.ò   
  
Not every visit was fully satisfy-
ing. This last account gives a 
glimpse into one that ended with 
some disappointment. Different 
concerns cropped out of other 

visits, although the number of 
these was small. But, to give you a 
perspective from an inside view, 
the Love INC staff had this to say:  
 
ñThose in need may react in differ-
ent ways to those who serve them 
in their need. Some are demon-
strably grateful, others may be 
ashamed of having to ask for help 
and withdraw from their benefac-
tors, and some fear intruding upon 
the lives of busy, though kind, 
people. Some are shy, and some 
burdened with illnesses or issues 
beyond their control. With a very 
few exceptions, our clients appre-
ciate a friendly phone call ñJust 
see how you are doing!ò 
 

Word of Faith Church , was privi-
leged to lead a couple to Christ!   
 
Many volunteers thanked us for 
giving them the opportunity to give 
to others. And of course, many of 
the families were quite apprecia-
tive and telephoned or sent cards 
to thank Love INC and its volun-
teers. So that you can give thanks 
with us, here are some of those 
responses. 
 
Mildred* called twice to say thank 
you for the wonderful Christmas 
provided by Love INC volunteers. 
ñMy son and my little granddaugh-
ter had the best Christmas ever,ò 
she said.  ñShe got a little purple 
outfit and sheôs learned to put it on 
all by herself. She got a pink one 
too, which she wore when we 
went out to dinner at the Wood 
Grill. Did I tell you they gave us a 
gift certificate so we could go out 
to the Wood Grill?   
 
ñWe went out a couple days be-
fore New Yearôs so it wasnôt 
crowded. They also gave us a gift 
card for the grocery store which 
really helped a lot. Then they gave 
my granddaughter this laptop thing 
that she can use. I donôt know a 
thing about it, but she can use it 
just fine.ò  
 
Mildred continued in this way for 
several minutes.  She just could 
not believe that anyone would 
spend ñtheir own money with the 
economy the way it is.ò But that is 
the Lord. He gave out of His own 
poverty.  
 
Mitch Hofecker, pastor of Char-
lottesville Church of the Breth-
ren, wrote: ñAs to the Vietnamese 
family, it went quite well. Our con-
gregation is quite generous and 
provided a van very full of gifts 
and some food for this family. We 
also had some nice cash dona-
tions from individuals and some

information,ò said Lynn. ñI will  
coordinate it and call Pamela to let 
her know.ò

ued as later in the day others 
came forward to help.

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When the Need is Urgent, Godõs People Step Up! 

I  
t was a real delight to open 
the office email inbox and 
read Pamelaôs* message of 

gratitude ï one we would like to 
share with you. 
 
ñThank you so much for your help 
yesterday. I had called many peo-
ple before I called you. Nobody 
else responded. I will always be 
grateful. I had good care through 
the night thanks to Love, Inc. I was 
worried until you answered my 
need. You and Love Inc. partici-
pants are the arms and legs of 
Christ and truly have shown his 
love to me when I was in need. 
Love and Gratitude,ò   
 
Now, here is the story behind 
these gracious words: 
 

Pamela has suffered most of her 
life from an illness that had caused 
a gradual but relentless deteriora-
tion of her health until at this point 
she is completely dependent on 
others and on machinery for her 
very breath. Her need on this day 
was seemingly small, but critical to 
her well-being.  
 
Her nurse caretaker was unable to 
find transportation to Pamelaôs 
home that evening in order to take 

the night shift caring for Pamela. 
This meant that no one would be 
at the house to make sure Pam-
ela was able to go to bed, be 
changed, or, more critical, even 
breathe.   
 
Fortunately, Pamela knew of 
Love INC and so in her hour of 
need, she made a call to the 
help-line. With hope, she asked: 
ñWould there be someone who 
could pick up the caretaker late 
in the evening and drive her to 
my home?ò 
 
With a quick prayer, an email 
was broadcast from the Love 
INC office but, because of the 
short notice, the staff neverthe-
less had a sinking feeling.  
Furthermore, the weather was 
threatening and promised to get 
worse during the evening.   
 
But within a half hour, there was 
a call on the telephone from 
Lynn Smolens at Calvary 
Chapel of Charlottesville . She 
sounded excited as she ex-
plained that a taxi driver among 
their congregation had agreed to 
pick up and drop off the caretak-
ing nurse, even so late in the 
evening and even in the bad

very individual who gives, or 
contemplates doing so, 
wants to know how his or 

her contribution is being used ð 
and especially that integrity is an 
integral part of the ministry. Further, 
most Christians want to be assured 
that the Lord is deeply involved in 
the work and that any funds given 
are making an impact for His  
kingdom. 
 
Accordingly, it is our intent to peri-
odically inform you of our steward-
ship. The Board of Directors wants 
to instill a trust through a atmos-
phere of transparency ð one that 
helps you to gauge our faithfulness 
to those bedrock principles that 
govern your giving. 
 
So, our thrust is two-pronged. We 
want to gain your confidence that 
we are good stewards of your con-
tributions and at the same time give 
you a taste of what the Lord is  
doing for the advancement of His 
kingdom by virtue of Love INC  
being in this community.  
 
Of course, the love stories you 
have been reading give you a 
glimpse into the impact on the lives 
of just a few of those who have 
been served by church volunteers. 
And there are many other unre-
corded stories that attest to the fact 
that God is indeed building His 
kingdom by the loving service and 
witness of His people ð perhaps 
you among them. 
 
At the same time, perhaps raw  
statistics may also help you see the 
magnitude of what the Lord has 
done through His people. Over the 
course of the year, 1250 referrals 
were made to churches in the  
community, while 1387 were 
passed on to agencies. 
 

1827 adult needs were met and 
1623 childrenôs needs served. 
 
On the financial stewardship side, 
we hope that the following graphi-
cal presentation, coupled with 
some brief explanations, will help 
to give you the information to 
weigh our stewardship. At the 
same time, we would tell you that 
if you have any questions or want 
to go deeper, we welcome your 
inquiries. 
 
Often an inquiry into the steward-
ship of a ministry centers around 
how much of the income re-
sources are used for direct minis-
try. The pie chart below reflects 
these figures: 84% program ex-
pense and 16% administrative 

and fundraising. As noted last 
year, in the non-profit world, any-
thing below 25-30% is considered 
an efficient administrative  
expenditure. 
 
While expenditures are typically 
relatively steady throughout the 
year, unfortu-
nately, the giving 
is not. The follow-
ing chart depicts 
the flow of reve-
nue and expendi-
tures this past 
year. As is clear 
from this visual, 
the giving has 

those wonderful peaks at banquet 
time, in the fall and at the end of 
the year that keep the ministry  
viable. 
 
If you were to add up the figures 
from this chart, you would find that 
the expenditures totaled about 
$134,000 against an income of 
$138,000, giving a small cushion 
to maintain stability between those 
peaks. 
 
As a further breakdown, you might 
be interested to know that about 
45% came from churches, 29% 
from individuals, 3% from  
businesses, 14% from grants and 
foundations and 9% from special 
events.  
 
Needless to say, we are very 
grateful to the Lord  for the finan-
cial and prayer support we have 
received. ð and we do believe 
that these two are interdependent. 
In this time of financial uncertainty, 
we deeply appreciate all who have 
given of their resources, all who 
have prayed and all who have 
served with their time and talents! 
ƴ 

A Report of Our Stewardship  

Be sure to make your reservation for 
the Annual Love INC Banquet to be 
held at Trinity Presbyterian Church 
on Friday, April 3rd. The featured 
speaker is Dr. Amy Sherman, who 
has had years of hands-on experi-
ence in ministering to the poor and 
needy. You wonôt want to miss hear-
ing her! 
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according to all the Lord has done 
for us ð yes, the many good things 
He has done for the house of Israel, 
according to His compassion and 
many kindnessesò Isaiah 63:7.  
 
When Ray invited me into his office, 
he asked if I was in a hurry. Saying, 
ñNo,ò he asked me to join their time 
of morning devotion. It was a bless-
ing to be a part of that gathering. 
Ray, Susan, Dorothy and I made up 
the small group, and I was blessed 
to be part of their Bible reading and 
their sharing followed by a time of 
prayer. 
 
Ray and his Love INC group pre-
pared themselves well. They prayed 
for the needy persons in the area, 
and prayed for all the volunteers that 
help (and that included me). 
 
Following devotion, I asked Ray 
about himself. Ray grew up in parts 
of Florida in a Christian family, in-
cluding a beloved Christian grand-
mother. It compared to Timothy in 
the New Testament. He attended 
several Baptist churches, and could 
often be found in one of their choirs. 
 
Ray found out what it took to be a 
father. His two girls, and then a boy, 
were like two rose buds followed by 
a thorn. But Ray had to rely on his 
own experiences as a boy. A dad 
loves his own children regardless of 
all the circumstances. And Ray 
knew his Father God loved him. 
 
Boys will be boys, and Ray was no 
different. Growing up, he struggled 
with what God wanted him to do.  
Attending college, he prepared him-
self generically with marketing and 
advertising. (I think God often pre-
pares us unknowingly for what He 
has in mind, and then waits for when 
we are ready to let Him lead.) 
 

Ray 
spent 
time in 
parts of 
South 
Carolina, 
eventu-
ally wind-
ing up in 
Virginia 
Beach, 
Virginia. 
His col-
lege edu-
cation 
was  
applied in 
a number of retail businesses.  
Then he decided to go out on his 
own, franchising three 7-11 
stores in central Virginia, includ-
ing Charlottesville. Ray did well. 
 
But God wasnôt through with Ray-
mond. Sometimes we donôt know 
it, but tend to see Godôs presence 
in a cloud-filled room. We see 
Him, but donôt realize that itôs 
Him. Ray struggled to know what 
purpose God had in mind for him. 
It bothered Ray. He knew that 
God wanted him to give up other 
commitments and turn to do what 
He had in mind for Ray. 
 
So in May of 2003 Ray gave up 
his stores and waited to see what 
the Lord had in store. The timing 
was perfect, as the Love INC 
board was just initiating the  
replacement process. When  
decision time came, the Lord had 
His man for the job ð as a result, 
Ray has served as Executive  
Director since that November.  
 
There is more to the story, but 
that will have to wait for another

I  
 was recently privileged to sit 
down with Raymond Klein, 
who as you know is the Ex-

ecutive Director of Love in the 
Name of Christ, or perhaps better 
known as Love INC. As an individ-
ual who only recently stepped into 
a role with the volunteer staff, I 
wanted to glean from Ray a bit of 
information as to how the ministry 
functioned and some of the inside 
scoop about Ray himself. 
 
I quickly found that Ray views 
Love INC as an all-encompassing 
entity that includes not only a 
board of directors, and staff of   
2 1/2 paid persons, and office vol-
unteers, but a large number of 
participating churches in the area, 
as well as volunteering persons 
who do front-line aid to many 
needy families.  
 
It is clear that there are many  
loving and caring people who 
make up Love INC -- and most of 
them are volunteers who actually 
receive no financial compensation. 
But everyone in the group re-
ceives a reward of blessing for 
what they do. 
 
I know firsthand that persons in a 
charitable organization such as 
this normally receive minimal com-
pensation for what they do. Most 
of the ñpayò received is only the 
resultant blessing God bestows ï 
but what a blessing! Ray is no ex-
ception. What he does is because 
of his love for others. Not only 
does it show, but it rubs off on oth-
ers. 
 
Ray points to the Lord as the 
source of who he is and what he 
does. So, as I thought about this 
dear servant, the following verse 
came to mind: ñI will tell of the 
kindnesses of the Lord, the deeds 
for which He is to be praised,  

Your Servant ñ and Godõs 
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What to do About Donna?  

Y 
ou are about to read a 
story that may lead you to 
scratch your head and ask 

ñWhy would anyone in their right 
mind continue to reach out to this 
woman who has no appreciation 
for all that has been done for her? 
But if we are acquainted at all with 
the scriptures, we cannot help but 
understand that in Godôs eyes we 
were no different. We ignored and 
even spurned His gracious love 
extended toward us. Yet He didnôt 
give up on us.  
 
And if you will take a moment to 
read Luke 6: 27-36, you will have 
a clearer sense of what God ex-
pects of us. So, with that perspec-
tive of His love and calling, read 
on.  
 
Love INC has worked with Donna 
for some time, usually in last ditch 
efforts to keep her and her many 
children in their home. One of her 
social workers once exclaimed in 
exasperation, ñShe does nothing 
to help herself!ò Yet, for the sake 
of the children at least, many ñbent 
over backwardsò to help. To that 
end, the whole family spent weeks 
in a motel until public housing 
could be found for Donna and her 
children.  
 
But even when she was in hous-
ing, Donna never paid the rent; 
she did not work. She may have 
worked for short stints here and 
there, but she had a ready excuse 
for ñlosing her jobò in the midst of 
the needs of all her children. Her 
rent was overdue again and again 
ï and in compassion, churches 
paid again and again. 
 
After many emergency calls, a 
regular donor was found at Cal-
vary Chapel of Charlottesville  
(anonymity is maintained through-
out this story to protect the identity 

of children and donors involved). 
This generous saint and her hus-
band pay Donnaôs small rent each 
month as part of their love offer-
ings to the Lord. 
 
So you would think that Donna 
and her family were at least some-
what secure. She showed up at 
Hand to Hand each time the food 
giveaway was held. She actually 
smiled a few times. She was 
prayed for and loved. But there 
were still concerns.   
 
A family therapist called Love INC 
looking for dressers, or at least 
tubs for all the childrenôs clothing. 
This therapist explained that 
Donnaôs house was ñnot meeting 
inspectionsò and asked if a church 
could mentor Donna and her fam-
ily. Another month or two passed 
and a group at Charlottesville 
First Assembly  offered to take 
Donnaôs family on.  
 
They tried to connect with Donna, 
meet with and assist her, but 
Donna did not answer her phone 
when it DID have minutes! They 
drove by her home, but she was 
usually not there. Her many chil-
dren would be home, but not 
Donna. The group even had a 
hard time delivering Christmas 
gifts and a dinner.  
 
One day after Christmas one of 
the group called Love INC. It 
seemed that, after trying to work 
with Donna for years, the Depart-
ment of Social Services had been 
forced to step in and remove her 
children from the home. Donna, 
suddenly accessible, had con-
tacted them for help.  
 
The group in turn contacted Love 
INC and they contacted someone 
from the Hand to Hand Ministries 
(from Chestnut Grove Baptist 

Church ) who knew Donna well. 
This woman drove immediately to 
Donnaôs house, but she only found 
the house in a horrific state, the 
children gone, and Donna in tears.  
 
Donna seemed to have had no 
idea where the children were, only 
that she had a court date the fol-
lowing week. The Hand to Hand 
volunteer assured Donna that she 
would pick her up for the court  
appearance, and that she would 
take the children into her own 
home if needed! 
 
That was before the court date. 
Afterward, this saintly woman of 
God only shook her head. There 
was a dreadful mounting of evi-
dence again Donna. There were 
photos of abuse, household filth 
and neglect.  Testimony upon  
testimony all pointed to the same 
depressing conclusion. Donna had 
abused and greatly neglected her 
children for years. They were often 
unsupervised and unfed.  
 
The volunteer from Hand to Hand 
went home to speak to her hus-
band. Could they take all Donnaôs 
children? She felt so strongly that 
they should be kept together -- 
and they had a large house. He 
agreed. 
 
Working through the social work-
ers, this volunteer and her hus-
band now have have two of the 
children on weekends and will get 
another two at the end of the 
month. The placement of the  
others will rest on the next court 
date coming up.  She is also work-
ing with a group of mentors, show-
ing them how to work with Donna 
who still lives in public housing.   
 
We do not know the final outcome 
of this story. But even at this point 
we can certainly see the love of 
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Christ at work through those who 
have chosen to get involved in 

Donnaôs life. Would you pray for 
Donna, her children and those 

who are reaching out to her and 
her family?  ƴ 

Learn a Bit About Some of Godõs Other Servants 

G 
od has graciously sent a 
variety of individuals to 
serve in the Love INC office 

and they are as diverse as a young 
woman fresh out of college, a former 
drug addict and a grandmother. You 
have met Ray in a prior article and 
now you are about to meet three 
individuals who support Ray and 
Susan ð and just happen to fit 
these descriptions. 
 
Catherine Luck, a member of Trinity 
Presbyterian Church , graduated 
from UVA with a degree in English 
this past year. But like a fair number 
of her peers at this stage of life, she 
really didnôt have a handle on where 
to go with her background and train-
ing. Fortunately for her, and unlike 
the recent past years, the ministry 
did not bring a Fellows Program  
intern aboard.  
 
So, this situation provided an open-
ing for Catherine. Commenting on 
the opportunity, she said that she 
came with a sense of fear of the  
unknown about poverty, but still was 
ñinterested to see the other side 
from where she grew up.ò That fear 
also kept her initially from getting on 
the phone, limiting herself to office 
work. 
 
But, as she saw it all coming to-
gether, Catherine finally ventured 
into phone dialogs with needy call-
ers and now she says that it has  
become much more natural. She 
goes on to say that she has found it 
to be ña great first job, an eye-
opening experience that has shaped 
me and pulled me out of myself.ò  
 
That pull has also helped Catherine 
to reach out to those in need. With 
her family, she ñadoptedò a family for 
Christmas, which she described as 

ñrewarding to see needs being met 
and bringing happiness and joy to 
another family.ò 
 
Sebastian Collins came with a bro-
ken body and spirit. At the same 
time, he came with hope because 
Love INC was willing to do what 
others wouldnôt ð afford him  
another chance and show him 
love and respect. As a result, his 
current declaration is that ñthe 
Lord sent me here.ò  
 
As a related side note, The  
Department of Rehabilitative Ser-
vices recently honored Love INC 
as ñChampions of disability  
employment.ò This commendation 
came as the result of bringing 
Sebastian aboard to serve in the 
office.  
 
Far from Sebastianôs attitude 
when he arrived, he now recog-
nizes that God does indeed 
change hearts! And he now feels 
comfortable praying for those with 
whom he converses on the tele-
phone as an intake worker.  
 
He initially worked -- for more than 
a year -- as a phone volunteer. 
Then for a time, Goodwill used a 
grant to give him some compensa-
tion for his service. But now he is 
compensated by Love INC donors. 
 

However, at this point -- after five 
years of freedom from a drug ad-
diction -- his body is still paying for 
his indulgence. As well, he en-
dures the toll from his prior work-
ing years at the Portsmouth Ship-
yard. A knee joint replacement, a 
blood disorder and cancer all im-
pact his ability for a normal life, but 
Sebastian testifies that ñGod has 

already turned many negatives 
into positives.ò   
 
Betty Bradney delights in her 5 
grandchildren, but also enjoys 
serving at Love INC ð and has 
for about 1-1/2 years. In fact, in 
Bettyôs words, ñLove INC is such 
a delightful place to workò [take 
note if you are looking for a 
place to volunteer]. A member of 
Maple Grove Christian 
Church , she came to love Jesus 
at an early age, but went on to 
say that it wasnôt until recent 
years, through Pastor Roger 
Browning, that she ñlearned who 
the Lord really was and what He 
wanted her to be and do.ò  
 
A retired Albemarle County 
school office administrator, Betty 
was introduced to Love INC 
when she heard a talk at her 
church. As she found herself at 
a point of need, the message 
stuck with her and when the time 
was ripe, she was ready to help 
others in need ð as a phone 
volunteer. 
 
Betty 
has 
also 
seen 
the 
oppor-
tunity 
to train 
her grandchildren and has taken 
some of them into the commu-
nity to serve with her. On one 
hot day this past summer, the 
children helped a needy woman 
who said ñThe Lord must have 
sent you.ò As they completed 
their service, one of the girls 
echoed ñThe Lord really did
