Thanks for the time 
you went to ―check out‖ the wir-
ing in a trailer and … [see the 
full story on page 3 of this is-
sue]. Another time you sent me 
good advice about a malfunc-
tioning refrigerator. You helped 
provide for a Vietnamese family 
at Christmas time. And I could 
go on and on. Thank you, Mitch 
for all you have done over the 
years. 
 
“Thank you, Russ [Trinity 
Presbyterian Church], for start-
ing a new service group in your 
church and for all the hard work 
it takes to turn a request into a 
workable possibility for a group 
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F 
or those of you who were 
blessed to be with us for 
the Love INC annual ban-

quet this past April, you may rec-
ognize these words, which were 
incorporated into Susan Shellito‘s 
expression of appreciation for 
those who serve in the office, as 
well as in the community.  
 
Even if you heard Susan, we en-
courage you to revisit her words 
that specifically gave thanks for 
those reaching out to the poor and 
needy in our community. In so do-
ing, we believe it will reinforce in 
your mind the breadth of the min-
istry, a sense of the number of 
churches participating and the 
hearts of these particular individu-
als, who are representative of the 
many other volunteers reaching 
out with the love of Jesus. And 
hopefully, it will encourage you in 
your service for the Lord. 
 
We have concluded with a brief 
synopsis of the words shared by 
Dr. Amy Sherman, our banquet 
speaker.

“Thank you, N. K. [Chestnut 
Grove Baptist Church], for the 
Hand to Hand Ministry involving 
volunteers from over a dozen 
churches and denominations.

Hundreds have come forward for 
prayer or salvation during the 
Hand to Hand services. Numerous 
baptisms have taken place. Huge 
amounts of food have been given 
away, and hundreds of baby items 
given out. But, N. K., thank you 
most for taking in that whole fam-
ily of children. They cannot be 
with their mother, but they can be 
together. You and your husband 
have given of yourselves, truly. 
 
“Thank you, Pastor Yacky 
[Rockfish Outreach Center], for 
spending hours of your precious 
time doing repairs in an apartment 
so that one of our clients could 
move into a safer neighborhood.  
Your work gave her a month‘s free 
rent. Your witness has brought her 
back to her Lord. 
 
“Thank you, Richard [1st Bap-
tist Church], for the endless use 
of your truck for moving this or 
that piece of furniture for someone 
in need. Thank you, Shirley, for 
helping the single mom with many 
things from a gallon of milk at 10 
PM at night to transportation for 
her and her child to appointments 
and to church on Sundays. You 
even make sure she goes out to 
lunch with you and your friends 
after church. 
 
“Thank you, Elaine [Grace 
Covenant Church], for the way 
you pop into the office now and 
then. You tell me that you are fin-
ished now with your latest project 
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And all this two days before 
Christmas!!  Several of the vol-
unteers brought food.  If no one 
else‘s faith was strengthened, 
Susan‘s was. 
 
“Just before Christmas, Steve 
[Crozet United Methodist 
Church] drove many miles to 
meet with a single parent family. 
He had received some ―extra‖ 
money and wanted to share that 
with a family in need. The lady 
was in need alright. She had two 
children of her own plus another 
child, abandoned by his mother. 
She provides for their needs 
herself. Recently she had taken 
in a two year old boy, abused 
and neglected by a relative, and 
she expects to be taking his 
baby brother as well. Thank you, 
Steve, for helping one of the 
community‘s unsung heroes. 
 
“Thank you, Jeff and Chris-
tine. [Lake Christian Church] 
You cooked 16 Christmas din-
ners for Love INC clients, many 
of whom were ill and unable to 
cook for themselves. Thank you, 
Cindy, for delivering those 
meals. 
 
“Thank you, Chuck [Calvary 
Chapel of Charlottesville], for 
mobilizing your church to move 
furniture once a month – no, you 
do much more than that. The 
stories get back to me, Chuck. 
The prayers you have prayed, 
the New Testaments you have 
given out, the way you listen 
and care. You bring the face of 
Christ to dark places. 
 
“Thank you, Mike [Maple 
Grove Christian] and John 
[Calvary Chapel of Greene], 
from 1-800-GOT-JUNK, you 
take time out of your busy days 
to deliver usable furniture to our 
clients. 
“Thank you, Ray [Maple 

Grove Christian], for taking time 
from your busy day to find a church 
home for a hardened addict that no 
one else would have had anything 
to do with. 
 
“Thank you, Michael.  When you 
delivered your futon to someone in 
need, you ―just happened to be 
going to the grocery store‖ on the 
way and bought the single mom 
nearly $150 in groceries. Then, if 
that was not enough, two months 
later, you took a chance and hired 
a young woman in need who sent 
her resume to Love INC. Is that not 
a servant‘s heart? 
 
“No thank you’s would be com-
plete without mentioning you, 
Roger [1st Presbyterian Church] 
(and the band of merry men from 
your church). You went to put skirt-
ing on a trailer and ended up build-
ing a Habitat House instead. You 
serve sacrificially at your church, 
and then, for recreation, you take 
mission trips to build more houses. 
God talks to you. You walk with 
Him and I am honored to have 
known you.‖ 
 
After the banquet, Roger stepped 
forward and told me that the 
woman for whom he had built the 
Habitat House — a 2 year project 
— was now attending church! This 
is the wonderful fruit of patient car-
ing and helping with the love of 
Christ! 
 
Now to whet your appetite for our 
new web site, here are some of the 
nuggets that Dr. Sherman shared. 
As the foundation of her message, 
she encouraged us to really take a 
look at how Jesus responded to 
needs and to emulate Him. 
 

Up front, she told us that ―the ‗one‘ 
matters, that every individual is sig-
nificant.‖ She followed that up with 
the challenge that it is critical to 
personalize – to listen attentively, 

to accomplish. Let me tell you 
about the refuge family without 
heat two days before Christmas. 
They had run out of wood for their 
woodstove. The child-health nurse 
contacted Love INC and we sent 
out an email.  ―Oh ye of little faith‖  
was sure there would be no re-
sponse that close to Christmas, 
but I was wrong. God moved the 
hearts of His people to answer.  
 
“A vol-
unteer 
from Oli-
vet Pres-
byterian 
was the 
first to 
arrive that afternoon. He had his 
car trunk full of wood. Jonathan 
[Charlottesville Mennonite 
Church] was working in Fork Un-
ion when he got the email and he 
notified the Ruritan Club.  Several 
loads of wood were delivered 
though Van Johnson and that or-
ganization. Jonathan delivered 
wood, himself. Mitch brought 
wood. 
 
“Alice notified the folks at Bea-
ver Dam Baptist Church. They 
took wood. Fritz got the email 
through his mother, so he and his 
sons took a load of wood to the 
family. Henry delivered a load of 
wood.  David [Mt. Moriah United 
Methodist Church] called to offer 
wood – he has many connections. 
He was in touch with the family 
himself.  Brittany [Christ Com-
munity Church] offered to help.  
Russ [Trinity Presbyterian] of-
fered to help. Whitney [Maple 
Grove Christian Church] offered 
to help. 
 
“Churches offered financial help.  
Danielle [Charlottesville First 
Assembly of God] talked with her 
husband and they agreed to pur-
chase a load of wood if needed. 
There were many others as well. 



 

 

why Susan included thanks for 
this committed brother‘s service 
in her banquet appreciation 
check off list. 
 
“Took care of this last nite. She 
had outlets on one side of trailer 
not working, other side problems 
also. Found breaker loose and 
being held in place with screw 
jammed in side. Repaired the 
breaker.  
 
“Thoroughly checked the main 
panel and all connections there. 
Also checked the power feed 
panel at the meter, grounding 
connections and rod. Good 
news that no evidence of prob-
lems or overheating, etc. Wiring 
is copper and looks fine.  
 
“Checked dryer -- not working 
for months. Found plug had 
come loose...corrected. 
Checked other plugs not work-
ing. They were reading 90 volts 
instead of 120 volts. Finally 
found a connection that needed  
to be tightened, which corrected 
those.  
 
“Explained dangers of ext cords 
and got them to remove some. 
They seemed happy to have all 
working again. Should be ok 
now but if future problems arise, 
may need some of older outlets 
replaced. Also I warned them of 
the danger of electrical space 
heaters. They said they had one 
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go bad and only using one small 
one now.  
 
“They are heating with oven door 
cracked open all winter because 
they had no money for oil for fur-
nace. Maybe they can get some 
$$ assistance for this? She has 
granddaughter and granddaugh-
ter‘s 4 month old baby living 
there.‖  
 
And finally, Mitch shared some of 
his thoughts on why he serves, 
comments that may trigger 
thoughts in your mind: ―Thanks for 
the kind words. You know as well 
as any that folks providing a little 
help once in awhile "get" as much 
as those being helped. My life has 
always been very blessed and my 
only regret is that I don't do more 
of these type deeds to give more 
back.  
 
“I've always envied folks whose 
daily vocation (in addition to pro-
viding a living) provides some 
sense that they are helping hu-
manity or making the world a bet-
ter place (nurses, teachers, fire-
men, etc.). Even when I do my 
best at managing automation, at 
the end of the day it doesn't 
amount to a hill of beans in the big 
picture. So when I occasionally 
get an opportunity to use my tal-
ents in a different way, it really 
makes my day.‖  ■ 

Danger Averted – Mission Accomplished

s she described the elec-
trical situation in her 
trailer, one could easily 

picture a quite 
unexpected 
shock taking 
an occupant by 
surprise, or 
even a fire just 
waiting to happen.  
 
While the occupant said that all 
the electrical plugs, as well as the 
breakers, were functioning okay, 
she suspected that a ground hog -
- that went in and out from under 
the trailer -- may have chewed 
through some of the wiring.  
 
And further, the outlets that were 
functioning were overloaded and 
she was thereby unable to use her 
space heaters. So, after laying out 
the situation, she wanted to know 
whether we could find an electri-
cian willing to crawl under the 
trailer to identify the problem and 
perhaps fix it. 
 
So a call went out to the churches 
in the Love INC network and 
Charlottesville Church of the 
Brethren member Mitch 
Hofecker, quickly responded to 
the need, was on the scene in 
short order and soon thereafter 
came back with a ―mission accom-
plished‖ report.  
 
As you read his summary report 
that follows, you can understand 

to display gentleness and thought-
ful care that is customized to the 
individual.  
 
Then, Dr. Sherman drew on Je-
sus‘ words in John 17 as the in-
centive to serve in unity, ―shoulder 
to shoulder,‖ as one. And finally, 
she encouraged us to serve from 

the perspective of abundance, 
reminding us that ―He is enough, 
more than enough.‖  
 
Following the examples of ser-
vice and exhortation to conform 
to the pattern of our Lord‘s mis-
sion, we here at Love INC be-
lieve that it is all about Jesus 

Christ.  We serve the poor out 
of love for Christ. Our aim is 
that all should come to know 
Him and His salvation.  We 
pray with clients, share the 
gospel with them, give them 
Bibles.  We show love.  We

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E 
verything isn‘t in perfect 
order in my life, but I can 
say that the entrance of Tim 

and Jenn Abbott, members of 
Grace Church of Charlottesville, 
has made a world of a difference to 
me!  
 
In one sense, the story all began 
back in 2005 when this loving cou-
ple first came to my aid. But, in an-
other sense, it had its roots when I 
was just 13 years old and accepted 
Christ as my Savior, and also at 
about age 25 when I rededicated 
my life to Him — and then over the 
next 25 years as I went through 
much turmoil. 
 
And yet, I realized that the bottom 
line was the grace of God that 
helped me ―to keep my head above 
water‖ despite the trials. For this I 
am most thankful! 
 
Now, with that background, let me 
share with you this latter phase of 
my life‘s journey. Back in 2005, I 
had to move from my residence at 
that time and desperately needed 
help to do so. Through my social 
worker, I was put in contact with 
Love INC and, while Susan would 
make no promises, in a few short 
days the Abbotts made contact 
with me. 
 
They not only helped me move all 
my possessions, but went on to 
help me clean my apartment after-

wards. Yet that wasn‘t all that 
touched me so deeply. They truly 
acted like it was their pleasure to 
come to my aid and were such a 
blessing to work with. The entire 
time they sang songs of praise 
and gave every evidence that 
they were happy to help. At the 
time, I had every hope that all 
would be well after that. 
 
But that was not the case. In Au-
gust 2006 I was forced to move 
again. Of course, I knew where 
to turn this time and so hoped 
that I would be linked once again 
by Love INC with this dear cou-
ple. In God‘s goodness that was 
the case and, in fact, they were 
joined by another pastor from 
their church, Kevin. 
 
However, at this juncture in my 
life, due to my health issues, I 
was physically unable to share in 
the work of moving or cleanup. It 
didn‘t phase them as they once 
again went about their work sing-
ing praises and laughing as they 
labored. What a testimony to the 
joy of the Lord! 
 
This time, I made up my mind 
that I was going to keep in touch 
with them. So I decided to go to 
the Bible study they had each 
Sunday night in Tim‘s home. And 
that definitely was a right move 
as I continued to grow in my 
grasp of the Bible and of God 

Himself. Again I had hopes that 
my situation would improve. 
 
But then another crisis came my 
way and I needed help once 
again. I was faced with a house 
inspection in January 2007 and 
knew that I could not get the 
house in good order in time. As on 
the previous occasions, Tim, Jenn 
and Keith came to my rescue, 
cheerfully and thoroughly helping 
me to clean my house. 
 
As of today, I am still faithfully at-
tending the weekly Bible study in 
the Abbotts‘ home and growing in 
my faith. And I  have taken an-
other step in following Christ. I 
volunteer in the Love INC office 
several days a week and am find-
ing pleasure in doing so, hoping to 
be a blessing and a witness to 
others — even as I have been so 
blessed by Tim, Jenn and Kevin.

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years of age. But it was reported 
that he was in church the day be-
fore his death — a reassuring sign 
for me. And the impact also 
brought my other brother to Christ. 
Yet I still did not see my need at 
that time. Thankfully, God is pa-
tient. 
 
It took a personal life crisis in the 
early 1990‘s to lead me to three 
different church services at three 
different churches on a single 
Sunday morning. And, as a result, 
I found my church home at First 
Baptist Church (Park Street), 
but more important, I found the 
Lord. I made an appointment with 
Pastor Joel Jenkins and he led me 
to Christ that day. I was baptized 
a short time later. 
 
As I mentioned, the death of my 
husband was instrumental in 
bringing me to Love INC. When 
Bill retired from the University of 
Virginia Police Force in 1995, he 

began answering the phones 
right here in the office — and 
when he went to be with the 
Lord, I took his place. 
 
So, what do I do? In brief, what-
ever needs to be done — from 
cleaning upholstery, decorating 
the office Christmas tree or the 
tables at the Love INC banquet, 
to answering the phone, helping 
new volunteers to settle in, clear-
ing out paper files and transfer-
ring info into the client data re-
cords, cleaning the kitchen, sort-
ing clothing, answering real es-
tate questions and doing related 
research for or about clients, as 
well as helping to brain storm 
and solve problems.  
 
I‘d welcome you to come join me 
— there is plenty to keep you 
gainfully occupied in serving 
Christ right here.

ersonal crises have made a 
big impact on my life 
through the years. In fact, it 

was one of those crises, the death 
of my husband, that brought me to 
serve here at Love INC back in 
1996 — and I have been volun-
teering ever since. 
 
But, let me back up a bit. I grew 
up in a godly home — with two 
brothers. We worshiped in a Meth-
odist church and my parents dem-
onstrated their faith by their ac-
tions. My mom began a women‘s 
organization to help women in 
need, as well as a thrift store. My 
father gave away far more grocer-
ies than he sold. They didn‘t think 
about it in this way, but looking 
back, I imagine that they served 
the community of Hickory, NC 
much like a mini Love INC. 
 
Then the first memorable crisis 
shattered my life. One of my 
brothers died at just twenty-two

F 
or several years now, Doro-
thy Schladitz, who attends 
Lake Christian Church, 

has faithfully volunteered in the 
Love INC office, but as she an-
swered the phone and listened to 
the stories of pain her thoughts 
often gravitated to how she might 
be an instrument to serve those in 
need. As a result, she became 
more than a phone volunteer and, 
at this point, she takes food to 
about 9 people every month.  
 
And Dorothy is not content to just 
deliver the food. She often stays 
to speak with her people, making 
sure they are doing well. One 
Wednesday, she made her usual 
trip out to county, but this time the 
lady did not come to the door. Her 

son came instead and, much to 
Dorothy‘s dismay, did not offer to 
help carry the groceries.  
 
Upon being asked where his 
mother was, he replied that she 
was cold and did not feel like get-
ting out of bed. That struck Doro-
thy as very odd, especially since 
the son would not let her come in 
and see his mother. 
 
When Dorothy returned to the of-
fice, she reported this to Ray and 
Susan, who promptly called Adult 
Protective Services. The Albe-
marle County social workers ar-
rived at the lady‘s home within a 
couple of hours and got the same 
run around from the son.  
 

However, these workers have 
the clout that Dorothy lacked 
and said that they would call the 
police if he did not let them in. 
As intended, that comment im-
mediately brought the intended 
results. 
 
When they were ushered in to 
her bedside and examined her, 
they realized that 
her leg was badly 
infected and she 
was very sick. 
She was trans-
ported by ambu-
lance to the hospital where she 
spent a week getting treatment. 
 
Thank you Dorothy for saving a 
life! ■

Dr. John Weborg, speaking on 
―Christ Illuminated,‖ told the par-
ticipants that ―Stories are not 
monuments, they are dwelling 
places,‖ encouraging the devel-
opment of relationships beyond 
the accomplishments of tasks. 
He went on to pray ―Help us to 
Love what You Will so that we 
may Do what You command.‖ 
 
Speaking on ―Christ Illuminated 
Through Us‖ and ―Christ Illumi-

nated Through the Poor,‖ Sister 
Josephe Flynn commented that 
her character was formed by 
watching her mom. She then chal-
lenged all on hand to focus on 
seeing oneself as God sees you, 
asking Him to show the best. In 
her spotlight on the poor, she 
quoted Mother Theresa as saying: 
―They are Jesus to me.‖ And, we 
say, shouldn‘t they be to us as 
well?

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Mr. Sam’s Counselor and Friend 

R 
eturning to work at nearly 90 
years old hardly seemed like 
a doable scenario, but Mr. 

Sam not only believed that it could 
be done, but that it had to be done in 
order to make ends meet. A recent 
widower — now without his wife‘s 
disability income — he just wasn‘t 
making it financially. But all of his 
schemes and plans as to how he 
would do it just were not coming to 
fruition — and he was frustrated. 
 
With this background, Rachel Van 
Acker, of Albemarle County Dept of 
Social Services, called Love INC 
searching for a solution. Could Love 
INC possibly find someone to sort 
through this gentleman‘s financial 
situation and give him some budget-
ing guidance?  
 
And the answer turned out to be a 
resounding ―yes.‖ Dick Gallagher, a 
member of First Baptist Church 
(Park Street), expressed delight to 
have the opportunity to share his 
faith and financial expertise with this 
gentleman. 
 
To give you a glimpse 
into how Dick came 
alongside Mr. Sam — 
and perhaps to give 
you ideas for similar 
situations — here is his own report of 
his counseling approach: 
 
“Counseled w/ Sam, former insur-
ance exec.  
 
“Suggested a few ways for him to 
reduce living expenses, like cutting 
the cable TV, grocery shopping using 
a list, NO impulse buying. Will mail 
him a list of additional ways to cut 
back expenses. 
 
“Suggested he visit Blue Ridge Food 
Bank for a month's groceries. He will 
discontinue one of his two phones. 

Suggested SCORE counseling to 
start a home-based business 
(and we covered a few possible 
avenues to work from home). 
Very experienced w/50 years in 
insurance, but a bank bought out 
the business. Suggested he do 
telemarketing to set up appoint-
ments for insurance reviews, and 
work on commission from ins. 
brokers. 
 
“He can't rent out his 2nd bed-
room to gain income since hous-
ing forbids another tenant. Coun-
seled to avoid ‗get rich schemes‘ 
as advertised on TV. Encouraged 
a library visit to read named moti-
vational books for encourage-
ment.  
 
“Told him to ‗Get back to church 
for prayer about his situation.‘

Bank likely to take a short sale 
after 3rd month, with bank likely 
to eat the bal. due on the mort-
gage. 
 
“Gave him my Tel.#. Will follow 
up in 4 weeks, having told him "I 
hold you accountable for accom-
plishing what we discussed.‖

As Dick indicated, he did touch 

base with Mr. Sam four weeks 
after the first encounter. Here is 
his further report: 
 

“Today I again contacted Mr. 
Sam. He has been actively 
seeking work with many re-
sumes sent out and many re-
sponses to "help wanted" re-
quests on the web. He feels his 
age prevents his being hired, 
but he continues to try for jobs. 
Said he lowered his sights for 
work in this 8% unemployment 
era. 
  

“I offered to help reduce his 
food costs by inviting him any-
time to Friday lunches or 
Wednesday suppers at First 
Baptist "on the house.‖
