· Band Registration will be held at Faubion Middle School on June 4th.  A deposit of $140.00 is required.  

· The fee for school owned instruments has gone up.  This fee must be paid at registration in order for students to leave with their instrument.  The fee is $50 for the marching instrument and $100, for the concert instrument.  This fee applies to percussion student as well.

· All students will be required to have a Camelbak-type water container this year for the August Band Camp!  You do not have to purchase from the school, but your student must have one.

· Graduation is June 3rd.  The students performing at this will have a couple of practices before.
