Introduction: 
Attendees introduced themselves and shared the last letter they wrote to an elected official or the last time they wanted to write a letter.
Updates and Actions:
Very Important Prevention Peep (VIPP) Event

Kathy shared that the VIPP community networking and celebration event was successful.  She had envisioned a more formal meeting to begin with but thought the celebration turned out great.  There has been a positive from those who attended.  Over forty people were in attendance and many of the people there did not already know each other.  Kathy liked that the event was catered by a young person who had been involved in some of the programs represented. 

Coalition members shared that the facilitated activities of coming up with ways they could collaborate and sharing prevention successes were valuable.  Several members suggested making this an annual event.

Ads and Subtract

Angela shared that Last Saturday, PREVENT! continued the Ads and Subtract project by holding a training to teach community members to distribute educational Toolkits to store owners.  Recommendations made by coalition members at the last prevent meeting were implemented to improve the toolkits/action kits. Angela, with support from Sondra, and Long led the training.  The attendees were all high school seniors working on their culminating projects. Angela was impressed with the diversity of the youth and the ownership they began to develop for this project throughout the training.

Angela encouraged PREVENT! members to become more involved in this project and Sondra and Angela discussed the many components of this project that are not happening because of lack of involvement.

PREVENT! has been asked to present a workshop on Ads and Subtract at the CADCA conference in Washington D.C.  The project has been identified as a strategy that effectively addresses environmental change.
Action Steps:

There will be additional opportunities to deliver toolkits, contact Angela or Sondra for more information about how to get involved.
Prescription Drug Abuse Community Response: 
Three priority strategies have been identified: 
· Point-of-sale information (either in poster, flyer, bookmark) format to educate the community about safe-disposal
· Creating education tools that can be customized for specific populations.
· Collaborating with the medical community

Action Steps:

· Sondra will be sending a revised version of the PowerPoint presentation to get members input.
· The two separate workgroups that have each already met will meet together at the next meeting to minimize multiple meetings and member overlap.
· Next planning meeting will be scheduled for January.  Cindi, Kathy, Linda, and Marilyn will be added to the email list for the Rx workgroup.

Prevention Club Trainings:

Sondra share that she proposed some dates for holding the first prevention club training, and responses from P.I.’s were not conclusive.
Sondra asked members to share ideas about moving this project forward.

Toni announced that the training the Mt. View Prevention Club held for prevention clubs last year was successful and she is very interested in being involved in planning this planning committeee.  CMAT is also working on supporting youth prevention leaders.  Toni committed to being involved with planning. 
Action Steps:

Sondra will send out an email for a planning meeting.  Kathy, Linda, Cindi, Marilyn, Long, and Angela, will be included in these emails. 

Drug Paraphernalia Ordinance

Tom Brietenbauch, with Hands Across the Bridge Project and a Clark College and WSU student has worked closely with Ken Jennings, with the Substance Abuse Advisory Board, to draft a drug paraphernalia ordinance and begin gathering community support to pass an ordinace.

Tom shared that after an initial positive meeting with Marc Boldt about passing a County ordinacnce, the planning team met with City Council member Jeannie Harris to discuss a possible Vancouver City ordinance.  Jeannie suggested the group get more organizations involved.  The planning committee has expanded and is gathering research, developing talking points, and conducting outreach to collect letters of support.

Action Steps:

Members of this planning team will be drafting a letter of support that you will be able to customize to represent yourself or your organization.
Kathy recommended contacting Mayor Elect, Tim Leavitt to get him involved in this project.
