Successes This Year: Sondra shared a brief presentation with highlights from our year including:
Prevention Club Support Project: 6 clubs were selected to receive technical support, a community mentor, and a $500 scholarship.
Clubs selected were: Jemtegaard Middle School, La Center Middle School, Liberty/Skyridge Middle Schools, Evergreen High School, Union High School, Heritage High School

Community Involvement From: Clark County Sherriff’s Office, Cascade Park Kiwanis, Fearn Natural Health Clinic, AmeriCorps—Skills Center, Camas-Washougal Rotary, La Center Lions Club, Clark County Substance Abuse Advisory Board

Some club projects this year: Kick Butts day, Red Ribbon Activities, TATU presentations, Every 15 minutes, one-on-one lunch time chats with students, community health fair, anti-drug photo campaign, School-wide health and fitness fair, participated in Binge to Blackout and Ads and Subtract with PREVENT!

Monthly Prevention Packets: all P.I.s in Clark County and some school counselors receive monthly “prevention packets” from PREVENT!  Packets are sent electronically and include: activities for youth, info for newsletters, info for parents, and upcoming events

Reach Out Now—Teach In: PREVENT! partnered with STASHA to conduct Teach-Ins to reduce underage drinking with a $300 grant from SAMHSA.  STASHA worked with the Evergreen Mentorship Initiative to provide underage drinking prevention to mentors and mentees and created posters to display at our Binge to Blackout event.

Binge to Blackout:  210 community members attended the evening event and 1,700 students attended one of the three assemblies PREVENT sponsored.  18 organizations participated in the community resource fair.
Increasing Prevention Awareness: Prevent had a library display in the month of February, PREVENT! participated in numerous health fairs at local schools, PREVENT! had a presence at Vancouver Parks and Rec.’s Couv’ Fest, PREVENT! participated in CMAT’s community meeting on Prescription Drug Abuse.

Advocacy:  PREVENT! members Kathy and Angela participated in CADCA’s day on the hill to urge our representatives to vote for programs that support prevention.  PREVENT! advocated for continued funding for Prevention Intervention services in the Evergreen School District.

Ads and Subtract: 45 community members attended the training and survey day facilitated by STASHA, 90 stores were surveyed and 23 community members returned to shape a response.  PREVENT! is working with STASHA and community volunteers to create “Business Toolkits” to help stores reduce ads that appeal to youth and to create positive recognition for stores that reduce their ads.
Angela shared a brief movie that she made about the ads and subtract project and shared more details from the day.

Participant Response: Meeting participants had the chance to respond to some of PREVENT!’s accomplishments and challenges this year.  Posters with information about the 2008-2009 year were displayed around the room and attendees responded to the information with post-its.  Responses were shared with the entire group.
