PREVENT! Meeting Summary Notes

November 12th, 2009 – ESD 112

Introduction: 
Sondra welcomed attendees and shared PREVENT!’s vision and mission
Attendees introduced themselves and shared one “protective factor” they had growing up. 
Upcoming Activities:
Prescription Drug Abuse Community Response: 
PREVENT!’s partnerships working on this issue have expanded with Jim Mansfield of Clark County Public Works joining our efforts and bringing on board a group including Vancouver and Evergreen Schools and Law Enforcement who have been working on prescription drug abuse education.  They will join PREVENT!, CMAT, and County Prevention Services to work together on reducing prescription drug abuse.

There are two work groups that have formed to address:
· Point-of-sale information (either in poster, flyer, bookmark) format to educate the community about safe-disposal
· Creating education tools that can be customized for specific populations.
Action Steps:

· The Point-of-sale group is conducting outreach to pharmacies to get a better understanding of what they would be willing to post or distribute.
· The education workgroup met once to get feedback on existing PowerPoint.  Sondra will be making changes and sending it by email to coalition members to get additional feedback (please contact Sondra if you would like to be involved)
· The two workgroups will meet together at the next meeting, meeting date and time TBA

Kathy Deschner, Cindi Schroeder, Gail Helland-Weeks, and Sondra presented a Parent Night on Prescription Drug Abuse at Prairie High School.  Attendance was lower than anticipated (15 total) and event organizers have discussed re-thinking the way we conduct outreach to parents.  The coalition brainstormed ideas to more effectively reach parents:

· Focus outreach on Elementary Age students, work with PTA/PTO’s

· Distribute information at sports events where parents already are

· Distribute information through extra-curricular activities 

· Focus outreach to Sixth grade parents (parents are more attentive during this period of transition)

· Don’t forget Grandparents

· Freshman and Sixth Grade Orientations

Prevention Club Trainings:

At October’s meeting, several coalition members volunteered to be involved in the prevention club training planning.  Sondra asked for feedback on the best dates for the training.  

Rose shared that a school day as opposed to a weekend usually works best

Angela recommended contacting Colleen Wahto to ask how TATU is coordinated with schools.

Sondra will send out potential dates to those who have expressed interest and some planning meeting dates.

PREVENT! Walk
Linda, the project leader for the Walk, was unable to be at the coalition meeting, Sondra shared updates.  
The planning committee met and decided:

· The walk will be held Saturday, March 20th and will be called “Rain or Shine, Let PREVENT! be your Umbrella”
· We will work with Prevention Clubs to get the word out about the walk/run

· The route will be in Camas leaving from a middle or high school (Linda is still working out details)

· Registration will start at 8:00 am with the walk starting at 9:00 am.  

· There will be 3k and 5k walk/run

· At 9:30 we will start the community fair and will have local performers (salsa dancing, Hip Hop, drum corps, etc)

· At 11:00 we will have an awards ceremony to recognize prevention club efforts
· We will charge $5 for Students; $15 for Seniors; $20 for adults (scholarships are available for any student who cannot pay)

· Radio Announcement

· Columbian in the Neighborhood section
