Teams and Committees at Crozet Baptist Church

Adult Life Fellowships Those groups that meet on Sunday morning for Bible study, biblically based Life
Application study, and Christian support and fellowship. Groups are formed
based on a combination of affinity, i.e. age, interest, format (lecture, discussion),
etc. and are part of our discipleship training plan.

Aerobics The mission of our two times weekly exercise class is to provide physical
activity as to contribute to the well-being of our participants. God'’s love is or our
health, spirits, bodies, and minds.

Baptist Men’s Ministry The men’s ministry group meets at 8:00 a.m. the first Saturday of each month
for a prayer and fellowship breakfast. The men’s group emphasizes the concept
of service by being involved in local and state missions activities.

Baptism Committee The baptismal committee assists the pastors in preparing for the service of
baptism. The committee assures that candidates for baptism are properly
prepared and instructed. The committee is also responsible for preparing the
baptismal pool and the dressing rooms.

Bereavement Team In addition to visiting those recently bereaved, we would offer a meal either
before or after memorial services, and do follow-up on families by cards,
telephone calls, etc. When deemed necessary, the team will let the pastors
know if their services are needed.

Buildings and Grounds The Buildings & Grounds committee continually studies the condition and
appearance of all church property. They are responsible for supervising,
maintaining, and keeping in good repair all church property and equipment.

Chancel Choir The Sanctuary Choir for the 11:15 worship service leads the congregation in
praise and worship through song. The choir also provides anthems and special
music for the 11:15 worship service. The choir occasionally provides seasonal
programs such as Christmas or Easter cantatas.

Children’s Ministry Team Provides a nurturing environment for the children of CBC to learn more about
Jesus Christ. As teachers and role models, our goal for the children and their
families is to facilitate development of a personal relationship with Jesus and
how to serve Him and others.
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The children’s choir and music ministry team is a part of the children’s ministry
team. The children’s music ministry team is especially active during the months
of September through December when it is responsible for leading the
children’s life fellowships and producing the annual Christmas pageant.

Twelve elected fellow Christians who assist the pastoral staff. These spiritual
leaders also give service to our church family.

The Finance Committee is responsible for compiling and recommending an
annual operating budget for approval by the church. The committee monitors
church finances and makes periodic reports to the membership in business
session.

A group of folks that arrive early on Sunday morning to let the “Son” shine,
along with hospitality. They greet all of those who have come to worship.

Provides a small group setting for building relationships with each other and
with Jesus Christ. We meet in homes and at church in groups of three to twenty
members to worship, pray, support, do Bible study, and outreach.

The homebound visitation team is composed of volunteers that visit people
associated with Crozet Baptist Church. Those who are visited in many instances
are unable to attend normal services at the church. However, visits are also
made to people who may be grieving because of physical problems or loss of
loved ones.

Provide visits to church members and regular attendees of the church for each
day of their hospital stay. The team will coordinate its efforts and share
information with the church staff. When necessary, the team will share
information with other visitation teams, such as the Homebound/Nursing Home
and Bereavement teams.

The kitchen committee is responsible for supervising the use and maintenance
of the church kitchen and its equipment. A major responsibility of the committee
is the fellowship meal that accompanies the quarterly business meeting.

Provides resources and services that advance learning about God, enhance
worship, nurture Christian growth, support the ministries of the church, and
meet the individual needs of its members.

The functional groups wherein the “connect” strategy is implemented. Life
Fellowships exist to promote our relationship with God as we are transformed
through the study of His word and through prayer; and our relationship with
other believers through intentional Christian fellowship.

The Lord’s Supper committee is responsible for preparing the elements for the
Lord’s Supper. The committee is also responsible for acquiring supplies and
caring for the necessary service ware used in the observance of the Lord’s
Supper.

The Ministry of Caring team seeks to provide a warm atmosphere to nourish,
love and encourage, families during the "highs" and "lows" of life.
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The primary purpose of the Missionary Residence is to provide housing and
service for Baptist missionaries. Second, its purpose is to enrich the fellowship
of Crozet Baptist Church through association with the missionary families and to
enhance the support of and belief in missions as an integral part of the activities
of Crozet Baptist Church.

Serves the church as the support structure for all worship services. The sound
team provides necessary audio technical support to the pastors and musicians,
and the Power Point team works with the pastors to enhance each Sunday’s
worship experience and to visually reinforce the message.

Team members follow-up with guests who fill out a ’Getting to Know You’ card
with a personal note and a phone call. They reinforce the Sunday morning
welcome and encourage questions about our fellowship. Members also follow-
up with new members to see if they have made friends and encourage them to
connect with a small group fellowship.

The nominating committee submits for election by the church family at the July
business meeting nominations for all officers, teachers, and members of
standing committees. The committee is also responsible for providing
nominations for any vacancies that might occur during the year in positions
prescribed by the church constitution.

Encourages individuals to endow gifts and bequeath property, trust, and cash
that the church will receive, manage, and apply in a manner that advances the
purposes of God through the ministries of the church. The Committee
administers these gifts on behalf of the church and its Trustees.

The ministry of Parish Nursing exists to promote health and wellness for he
church and the community it serves. Healing is promoted by integrating mind,
body, and spirit in order to help people live balanced, fulfilling lives.

A Parish Nurse functions as a health educator, personal health counselor,
referral agent, developer of support groups, integrator of faith and health, and
as a health advocate.

The properties committee recommends to the church policies regarding the use
of church properties and communicates the policies to all persons and groups
using church facilities and equipment.

The Praise Team for the 8:45 worship service leads the congregation in praise
and worship through music. The team also provides input in worship planning.

Its allabout COMMUNICATION!M This team works with CBC teams
and committees to promote their ministries and special events to our church
family (and guests) by producing brochures, handouts, and posters. As funds
allow they also produce ads for newspapers and wide-area mailings.

The purpose of the senior adult committee is to encourage all senior adults to a
deeper commitment to serving The Lord. By providing Christ-centered activities
that promote friendship, ministry to others, recreational and educational trips, as
well as continual learning activities, this committee strives to encourage and
connect with seniors at Crozet Baptist church and Western Albemarle County.
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The Vacation Bible School team is a part of the children’s ministry team. The
VBS team is responsible for organizing and implementing the summer
experience for children age 4-grade 5. The team is composed of church
members of all ages with a variety of interests including teaching, music, art,
drama, recreation, and food preparation.

Visual elements are intended to enhance and reinforce the worship experience.
Appropriate visual elements have long been a part of worship and not only
reinforce the message or sermon, but can be integral to setting a mood which
encourages and enables people to worship.

One of the main purposes of the church's youth ministry is to partner with
middle school and high school students as they journey through their preteen
and teenage years.

The church desires to help create a place
where students can feel comfortable being and expressing themselves, where
they can work through and overcome the problems they confront, and where
they can take advantage of exciting opportunities before them. In small groups,
students can gain a sense of belonging, deepen relationships with each other
and their families, and grow spiritually through Bible study, discussion, prayer,
and fellowship.
