Here are the details:

· Every Beckman Baseball family is required to work one shift at the Christmas Tree Lot December 2 - 3 and Field Day January 28(subject to change)
· Additionally, every Beckman Baseball family is required to volunteer for 2 other events for the year.  

· Volunteering to be a Chairperson of any event, a Team Parent or the Christmas Tree Lot Security RV volunteer will satisfy a family’s additional 2 volunteer requirements for the year.  However, all Chairpersons, Team Parents and the Christmas Tree Lot Security RV volunteer are still required to work one shift at the Christmas Tree Lot and the Field Day. 

· A family’s time commitment requirement can be satisfied by either parent or guardian.  If both parents and more than one guardian work the same event, it is still worth 1 volunteer event.

· If a family cannot attend an event to which they previously committed, they must find a parent or guardian from another family as a replacement. If the replacement works the event, the replacement will get credit for 1 event worked.  Players cannot serve as replacements. If a family is unable to find a replacement, they will be allowed to buy out of the event for $100. (Note: Chairpersons cannot buy out of an event).

· In lieu of fulfilling the family time commitment requirement, a family can choose to opt out for $300.  This is not part of the player financial pledge and is non-refundable and is due by November 15.  Additionally, if a family chooses to opt out of their obligation, they still are required to work one shift at the Christmas Tree Lot and the Field Day.
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
