James 5:12 (NIV) – Let your “yes” be yes, and your “No,” no, or you will 
be condemned. 

 
2. Work Place- 
 
Proverbs 16:11 (Message) – God cares about honesty in the workplace, 
your business is his business. 
 
Proverbs 11:1 (Message) – God hates cheating in the marketplace; he 
loves it when business is aboveboard. 

 
 

3. Pay Taxes- 
 

 
Matthew 22:21 (NIV) - Then he said to them, “give to Caesar’s what is 
Caesar’s, and to God what is God’s.” 

 
4. Pay Back Loans- 

It’s not a sin to borrow, but not paying it back is a sin.

 2. Ask God – (Help me to be a person of integrity) 
  

James 1:5 (NIV) – If any of you lacks wisdom, he should ask God, who 
gives generously to all without finding fault, and it will be given to him. 
 

A. Do What God Tells You -  
 
 

Psalm 139:23-24 (NIV) – Search me, O God, and know my heart; 
test me and know my anxious thoughts. See if there is any 
offensive way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting. 

 
 3. Close Associations – (Who we spend the most time with) 
 
 

Proverb 13:20 (Message) – Become wise by walking with the wise; hang 
out with fools and watch your life fall to pieces.
