Activities for: Personal & Social Development

When your toddler starts to express his/herself more freely, share their feelings through talking & pretend play & demonstrates independence, these are all a wonderful part of his/her personal & social development.

At Seeds of Tomorrow, we support his/her development through the following activities:

· Sharing in the child’s excitement about trying new skills & activities

· Providing simple chores for the child to do, such as putting cups & plates on the table

· Provide ample time for show & tell so the child can express the things they do

· Use puppets or animated figures allowing the child to act out what they are feeling inside

· Provide consistent routines for the child to make smooth transitions while in care.

Activities for: Cognitive Development & General Knowledge

Cognitive Development is an important part of your baby’s ability to learn & discover.  The different ways your 2 ½ or 3 year may indicate their cognitive development, might be by using mathematical thinking in daily situations, thinking ahead & exploring new ideas, & using imagination, memory, & reasoning to plan and make things happen.

At Seeds of Tomorrow, we support his/her development through the following activities:

· Model a sense of exploration & wonder.

· Make a sensory box and let them guess at what might be in it
· Looking for opportunities, observe pretend play scenarios & join in the play
· Provide predictable routines (such as Circle Time) for the child’s sense of security & comfort
· Ask the child to make a plan, but let him/her explore & change their mind
· Use words such as more or less when talking about comparison of quantity
· Provide objects to sort & classify
· Play games like “Hide & Seek and “Memory” to encourage the child to problem solve

We also provide a variety of activities that supports your baby’s, language, early literacy, & physical development as well.
