JAM
Wednesday nights, 6-7:30pm, Youth room. JAM is our mid-week break from school and other stresses. The focus of JAM is outreach, so we strive to make JAM a fun and welcoming environment, especially for those middle schoolers who are not regulars at “church.” We play games, eat snacks, sing, then have a lesson. After the lesson, our students break into small groups for discussion led by our team of high school JAM leaders.
Sunday School
Every Sunday, 11am-12pm, Youth room/Ross Hall. Sunday school is 100% focused on teaching students the basics of Scripture through a lesson and discipleship (donuts obviously help us with this).  In our 3 year plan that is currently being developed, we will cover what we believe are the Bible “must-knows.” We meet as a large group for the lesson, which is most often taught by a middle school staff person, then break for small group discussion. Small groups are led by adults in our church community and we are always excited for more volunteers!
Bible studies
Sundays, various times depending on grade/gender. Bible studies accomplish many of our goals – discipleship, community, accountability, spiritual disciplines and or course, Scripture. These groups are not completely developed right now as we are still in need of leaders, but they are high on our priority list. The groups meet weekly in a host home with adult leaders to study, pray and discuss in a small group format. 
Serve Saturday
