CURRICULUM 
Preschool:  We are using a curriculum from Willow 
Creekõs Promiseland called In the Beginning.  The 
curriculum introduces children to the Bible, Godõs 
love and Jesus.  
 
Kindergarten through  5th  Grade :  We have a 
brand new curriculum this year!  It is called Rio and 
is published by David C. Cook.  Please visit  
www.rio.davidccook.com to learn more about this 
engaging and enriching curriculum.  After reviewing 
numerous curriculums, the Childrenõs Ministryõs 
curriculum team selected this one.  It met all of the 
desired criteria: 1) Is Biblically based,  2) Gets 
children in the Word, 3) Has Family Connection 
pieces, 4) Sets each story in the context of the whole 
story of scripture, and 5) Has a Contained Classroom 
format.    
 
SUNDAY MORNING SCHEDULE 
8:15 a.m. :  Chapel Service-Childcare not available  

9:30 and 11 a.m. :  Sunday School offered during 
both worship services 

Nursery through Preschool classes are open from  
9:15 a.m. ð 12:15 p.m. 

For families attending one hour:  Children are 
encouraged to attend Sunday School while their 
parents attend Worship.  However, if children want 
to attend Worship with their parents, they may do 
so.  Parents may escort them to Sunday School after 
The Time for Young Disciples, which occurs about 
half way through the service.   Volunteers will be at 
the bottom of the stairs to provide assistance. 

For families attending two hours: Children should 
attend Sunday School at the same hour their 
parents are attending Sunday School.  During the 
Worship hour, parents should take children with 
them to Worship.  After The Time for Young 
Disciples, parents may escort children in 2nd grade 
and under back downstairs.  Preschool children can 
be taken back to their assigned Sunday School 
classrooms.  Children in Kindergarten through 2nd 
grade may attend Post or Pre-Sunday School Class 
activities in Room 147.  Children in 3rd through 5th 
grade should remain in Worship with their parents.

This fall, from September 8 ð November 17, 
Midweek Moment for all ages will begin at 6:15 p.m. 
and end at 7:30 p.m..  Dinner will be served from 
5:45 - 6:45 p.m.  Members of the Childrenõs Choir will 
join their individual classes at 6:15 p.m. for dinner in 
Fellowship Hall.  Between 6:30 and 7:30 p.m., 
children in Kindergarten through 5th grade will have 
a class and specific gym time.  All programming for 
Children, JAM and Adults will end at 7:30 p.m..
