We operate from mid-August to May for the normal school
year. We aso offer several weeks of summer camps; summer
weeks vary from year to year.

The child’s age as of September 30" determines entering the
classroom (18 months-Kindergarten).

Staff

All of our staff members are experienced early
childhood educators. Our entire staff is encouraged to
enhance their education and experience through
training classes, offered as part of our continuing
teacher education program. All teachers meet or exceed
the 12 hour minimum required by the Department of
Education for al childcare workers. All Kindergarten
teachers are licensed by the State of Tennessee and
receive 30 hours of continuing education each year.

Enrichment

Our Enrichment class provides a different

educational activity each day for children age 18
months and up enrolled in the Preschool and
Kindergarten programs. Each class receives
individualized instruction with our enrichment teacher.
The scheduleis as follows:

Monday — Music
Children play instruments, sing, and dance.
Tuesday — Library

Children learn about books, hear stories, and
older children check out books.

Wednesday — Chapel

All classes come together in the sanctuary
and hold alarge chapel service, the lesson isthen
reinforced in Bible Application class during the day.

Thursday — Spanish and Sign L anguage

Children (under age 3) learn the signs for
everyday words, colors, numbers, animals,
etc. Children (age 3 and up) have an exposure to
Spanish while participating in activities that introduce
numbers, colors, and animals.

Friday — Art /Games

Children learn the specifics of art, technique,
textures, and crafts. Art Day also includes cooking
projects -- al while having ablast!
