This meeting is in conjunction with the NC Fire and Life Safety Educators Conference.

The minutes of the November 10, 2010 meeting were read and approved as submitted. 
The Treasurer’s report was read and approved as submitted. 

Chris Noles gave an OSFM report on the status of the 2012 codes.  He advised that the public hearing for the recent code proposals to offset the energy code cost would held on March 8, 2011 at the McKimmon Center in Raleigh, NC  beginning at 9:00 a.m. 
Chris advised that testing on the 2012 codes would begin on March 1, 2012. 
Matt Davis gave the NC Fire and Rescue Commission report.  Due to inclimate weather there was no January meeting.  He reported that the 9S inspections were going well and that the Chief’s 101 class has been well received. 

Hayden Lutterloh gave a Qualifications Board report.  He discussed suspended certificates due to lack of required con ed hours.  It is the inspector’s responsibility to maintain records of classes attended and not the Q Board staff’s responsibility. 

He advised that several jurisdictions were out of compliance with fire inspections and that the Q Board staff was investigating as appropriate. 

Jan Parker with OSFM gave an Injury Prevention report.  Jan thanked the NCFMA for assisting in the funding of the NCFLSE conference.  The 2012 conference will be held February 6-8 in Greenville, NC.

Chris Noles gave a COCO report.  Plans are underway for the 2014 quadrennial meeting to be held in Wilmington, NC. 

President Brown asked the membership to notify him or Richard Strickland if they had an item they wished to place on the agenda for discussion. 
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President Brown advised that inspector training and sprinkler initiatives were the primary focus for the next year.  Whenever possible, NCFMA will offer continuing education training at its meeting. 

The next meeting is April 11, 2011 in Wilmington, NC.  There will be 2 hrs of continuing education training provided. 

Six applications for membership were accepted. 

The association voted to provide $1000.00 in funding to the NC Fire Prevention School.
