WHPC Volunteer Information Sheet
Volunteer Information from Austin Habitat:

Thank you so much for your interest in sending a group out to participate with Austin Habitat for Humanity.  Austin Habitat for Humanity is highly dependent on volunteers. Regular, non-paid volunteers are responsible for the overall construction of AHFH homes and are provided with minimal staff support. It takes many hands and many hours to get these homes built, our volunteers play a vital role in providing our partner families with a simple, decent affordable home and assisting with our mission of eliminating poverty housing in Austin. 
We request that all participants commit a FULL DAY when volunteering on a Construction site. 
Every individual in your group MUST complete volunteer orientation on-line.  To access the on-line volunteer orientation visit our website www.austinhabitat.org
Click on Volunteer and then go through the Registration / on-line Volunteer Orientation process (approx. 15 minutes).  This will allow you to get an agency overview, register as a new volunteer, and print out your liability waiver (which you must bring with you the first day you volunteer).  
On your project day we request that all volunteers arrive by 8:30 a.m (note: this is a bit later than most Habitat sites), dressed appropriately (closed-toe shoes or boots) and prepared for the weather by wearing layers, sunscreen, a hat, etc.  Also, bring work gloves, a reusable water bottle or cup; we do have coolers of water on-site.  You may bring other tools if you would like: work gloves, tape measure, utility knife, hammer, nail apron, etc.
We strongly encourage all volunteers to eat their lunch on site in order to keep the project momentum going.  (Lunch will be provided by the WHPC church-body.)  Lunch Break usually occurs around 11:30 for about 1/2 hour.  
Our youth policy does not allow for volunteers under the age of 16.  Volunteers that are 16 and 17 may work, but they must have a signed waiver from a parent or guardian.  Questions about youth “group” opportunities must be addressed by the Director of Volunteer Services, Sarah Joiner (sjoiner@ahfh.org) 
Our Habitat home is in southwest Austin at 7313 Thannas Way, Austin, TX 78744.  It is supposed to be around a 20 minute drive from the church.
