SUNDAY MORNING CHEK -IN:    
 

The Church uses a computer check-in system 

from Shelby called Chek-in.  There are 3 to 5 

computer screens set up in the entryway 

downstairs and two in the gym.  You may stop at 

any of the screens to check in all of your 

children birth thru the 5
th
 grade.  Enter the last 4 

digits of your phone number and then select the 

children who will be attending classes 

downstairs during the morning.  Each child will 

come up individually and you select go for the 

printer to print the name tag and security 

transaction slip.  The classroom number will be 

printed on the nametag.  Walk your child to class 

and check in with the volunteer.  If your child is 

3 or younger you will be issued a beeper, record 

the number 

on the check in sheet.  When you return 

give the transaction slip to the volunteer or 

staff member.  If you have lost the receipt, 

show your driversô license if you are new 

or if the person does not know you.  

Visitors will be asked to fill out an 

information form.  From the computer 

screen select Quick Print to go to a screen 

to print their name tag and room number.    

A volunteer or staff person will be at the 

front desk to assist you and will help you in 

locating the classroom.   

 

SUNDAY MORNING PROGRAMS:  

 

Sunday School  is the primary contact that 

most children have with the church and one 

of the most important hours a child spends 

each week.  Our coaches and teachers are 

committed to your children.  They know 

their job is important, and they seek to 

effectively relate Scripture to each childôs 

life through carefully planned lessons that 

are relevant and true to Scripture.  Sunday 

School is held from 10:15 to 11 am on 

Sunday mornings.

grade: 252 Basics.  The name comes from 

Luke 2:52- ñAnd Jesus grew in wisdom 

and in stature and in favor with God and all 

the people.ò  This curriculum works to help 

the child grow in Wisdom, making wise 

choices; in Faith, trusting God no matter 

what; and in Friendships, treating others 

the way they want to be treated. The three 

year curriculum teaches 36 virtues (150 

Bible stories), attributes of God.  Each 

month is a different virtue.  You can learn
