NOTES:

B = Baptism at service.  Prayers of the People will be the Prayers for the  Candidates (BCP p. 305).  The name of the candidate(s) will be in your bulletin.  You can insert the name (if only one candidate) and you need to know if it is a “he” or “she” -- otherwise you can use collective pronouns (“they”  etc.).  



You should go up with the Baptismal party and stand near the ambo so that you can easily walk to the microphone to offer the prayers.  When you are done, remain with the Baptismal party for the christening and return to your seat at the Peace.  On occasion, clergy will have one of the Baptismal party offer the prayers.  If so, they will notify you beforehand.
Vested:  Only the Chalice Bearer(s) need to be vested at the 10:00am service.

10:00am Service: 


Chalice:  Communion may be administered from stations.  IF two licensed Chalice Bearers are scheduled  at the service it is because there was a known shortage of clergy/seminarian presence that Sunday and extra help will be needed.   If you are the second chalice bearer listed, you can doublecheck with clergy to see what they require.
5:00 pm Service: 


The Lay reader is responsible for both lessons and the prayers.  If  the lay reader is not a chalice bearer as well, one will be assigned.  


Normally Santino Dut will act as acolyte and crucifer.  On the rare occasion he is unable to serve, you will be responsible for lighting and extinguishing the candles.

Opening/Closing: If, for some reason, no usher is present, the Lay Reader is responsible for opening the building for the service AND  making sure all entrances are locked and all lights are off before leaving.

REMINDER:
If you are unable to serve at a service for which you have been scheduled, It is your responsibility to find a substitute and to notify the office of the substitution.  Thank you!
