DOMESTIC VIOLENCE- Part II 
I.  Explain dilemma of domestic violence 
A. Describe or give examples of problems.
1. Not enough domestic violence specialists.
2. There are not enough treatment programs.
3. We don’t have adequate training programs.
4. Religious communities lag behind in their knowledge in handling of domestic violence.
5. The whole community lack awareness of domestic violence.
6. Victims and perpetrators may not even be aware of the root cause of their problem.
B. Abuse is a learned pattern of behavior.
1. Abusers witness abuse in their own families
2. The abuser may not even realize he is abusive.
II. Physical violence and sexual violence as power and control. 
A. The abuser may use intimidation against the victim.
1. He may look or gesture at her a certain way to make her afraid of him.
2. He may destroy her property or smash things.
3. He may abuse her pets or display a weapon.
B. The abuser may use emotional abuse against the victim.
1. He will put her down to make her feel bad.
2. He will call her names and play mind games.
C. The abuser may use isolation to control the victim.
1. He may control what she does and who she sees and talks to.
2. He may control what she reads and where she goes.
3. He may use jealousy to justify his actions. 

D. The abuser may minimize or deny the abuse.
1. The abuser may say the abuse didn’t happen.
2. The abuser will try to shift the blame to her.
III. Describe what a non violence relationship should be like.
A. There is equality between the husband and wife.
1. She feels safe talking and expressing herself.
2. The husband listens to her non-judgmentally
3. The husband is emotionally affirming.
4. The husband values her opinion.

5. The husband supports her goals in life.

6. The husband is honest and accountable.

B. The decisions made are fifty- fifty in marriage.
1. The wife is an equal partner
2. The husband is willing to compromise.
C. Developing an economic partnership.
1. This means making money decisions together.
2. Making sure both partners benefit from financial arrangements.
