I. Conformed versus Transformed

A. Conformed means from the Greek (suschematizo) to fashion to a pattern or mold. This means you should not let the world shape or mold your mind 
     and thoughts. The world should not tell you how to look, dress and most importantly think.

    
B. Transform means from the Greek (metamorphoo) to transfigure by a supernatural change. Believers should continually renew their minds through prayer, 
     study of God’s Word and by the power of the Holy Ghost.
