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Read 1 Peter 3:15-17 – The word “sanctify” in the NKJV or KJV simply means to set apart.  

• How would being set apart to the Lord help us to give a defense for our hope?  

• Discuss the importance of the combination of being set apart with meekness and fear, in order to give a 
strong reason for our hope. 

• Discuss the difference of being set apart, and not being set apart for the things of God.
