	GLASS

  Food and beverage bottles and jars only –  

  all colors.


	NEWSPAPERS 
  Including all inserts.



	ASCEPTIC PACKAGING

   Milk and OJ cartons, juice boxes
	CHIPBOARD

  Cereal, cracker, soda, laundry detergent     boxes, etc.



	PLASTIC CONTAINERS #1 & #2
 Such as soda, milk and water bottles.  

 Many food containers such as cooking oil 

 and salad dressing; personal care

 products such as shampoo or lotion; and

 cleaning supplies such as window cleaners

 and laundry detergent are also recyclable. 

 Look on the bottom for a recycling triangle. 

 If the number in the triangle is a #1 or #2,
 then it can be recycled.  (The only exception to the #1 and #2 rule is motor oil containers which cannot be recycled).
	CORRUGATED CARDBOARD 

 Typically used for packaging - has the

 wiggly center.

OFFICE PAPER, MAGAZINES, TELEPHONE BOOKS & JUNK MAIL 

 Including but not limited to: index cards, greeting cards, business cards, Post-it notes, bond paper, copy paper, posterboard, manila folders, all envelopes, colored paper, flyers, brochures, paper ream wrapping, adding machine tape, separately bagged shredded paper. 


Do NOT bag your recyclables.

Items should be dry and empty.
The following items go in your garbage can – NOT in your blue barrel:

Paper towels or napkins

Trash/food waste

Plastic bags
Household  batteries

Plastic tub containers

(margarine or yogurt)

Styrofoam
Plastic wrap
Light bulbs
